Statement of Condition Found

During the modifications of the 48" turning sheave mounted under the flight deck, it was
discovered that the weight of the sheave wheel hanging upon the threads had caused the upper
flange face to bend downward (see figure 1 attached.) The sheave wheel still turned, however,
when the new inserts were being installed there was no clearance for the new inserts. A thrust
washer was made and inserted under the sheave wheel to raise the wheel and allow the inserts
to beinstalled correctly. Thisfix will work satisfactorily for the next season, however, must
be permanently fixed during the next long term availability.

Recommended Action

The entire sheave should be removed from the under deck area and overhauled. The sheave
flanges should be reinforced such that this problem will not occur in the future. Sincethereis
considerable rust on the sheave it should be sandblasted and re-painted. It is recommended
that the sheave be removed early in the next availability and returned to InterOcean Systems
for modifications and repair/repainting.
